Melons.  The award is an acknowledgement of artistic ability and is intended to

encourage fiber artists to explore more fully the medium of the art quilt.

The CREAM A ward , (Cathy Rasmussen Emerging Artist Memorial Aw ard) is

awarded by The Studio Art Quilt Association to an artist with a work in a Quilt

Visions exhibition for the first time. The CREAM Aw ard is so named in memory of

SAQA’s first executive director, Cathy Rasmussen. The board of directors of

SAQA have chosen Joan Sowada of Gillette, Wyoming as the recipient of this

year’s award for her w ork Cosmic Bicycle.

The Brakensiek “Caught Our Eye” A ward is presented to  Katie Pasquini

Masopust of Santa Fe, New Mexico for her piece, Legerrio. Nancy and Warren

Brakensiek are longtime contemporary art quilt collectors living in Albuquerque,

New Mexico. Their collection consists of over 140 art quilts. They believe that a

collector ’s eye can be different from that of professional judges or experts.

The President’s Choice Award , given by Glendale Quilt Guild,  is chosen by the

President of Quilt San Diego/Quilt Visions. Patti Sevier  has selected Return by

Elizabeth Busch of Glenburn, Maine.

The  Surface Design  Award  is presented for work which exemplifies the Surface

Design Association’s mission to inspire, encourage and further the rich tradition of

the textile arts through the creative exploration of coloring, patterning and

structuring of  fiber and fabric. It is presented to Judy Langille, Glen Ridge, New

Jersey for Striped Formations.

 Friends of Fiber Arts International  A ward - The jurors selected Curtain Call for

Aphrodite by Lori Lupe Pelish, Niskayuna, New York,as the quilt which most

reflects the universality of artistic expression.
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I am just about ready to send in my Quilt National application. It has
been a busy year and my new work production has not been what I
hoped. I looked back through my completed quilts to see if I could
submit earlier w ork.  I  read the rules carefully to make sure I didn’ t
consider work that was too old. In my rule review one Quilt Na-
tional  rule stood out to me: The following works are NOT ELI-
GIBLE: any work that will have appeared, prior to May 2007, in an
American fiber arts exhibition that draws artists and/or visitors from
more than 100 miles from its venue; any work that will have ap-
peared, prior to May 2007, in an American publication that has
national and/or international distribution; any work that has ap-
peared after September 1, 2004 on an internet site other than your
own. (emphasis original) Quilt National is very specific that if your
work makes the cut it must NOT have been seen in publication or in
another show of any significance. Quilt National will be the w ork’s
debut. At this time, Quilt V isions does not require that we are this
first to show or publish.  The question of prior publication came up
in January during the jurying for Quilt Visions. The jurors and the
committee were busy with the business of selecting a show so the
question was not discussed beyond reporting to the jurors that Quilt
Visions has no rule against a selected work having been published or
shown prior to the Quilt V isions exhibition. How ever, the Quilt
Visions committee did discuss, later, whether it is a question worth
consideration and review. At approximately the same time as the
Quilt Visions jury was conducted the Surface Design Journal Gallery
Issue was juried. Several of the quilts juried into the Quilt Visions
2006 Exhibition appear in the gallery issue that was published in
August. Clearly , individual artists applied to both v enues with some
of the same work. And there w as no prohibition.  Everyone knows
that jurying is like betting on a horserace. And so to my questions: 1.
How do you feel about seeing work selected into premier exhibitions
like Quilt Visions before the exhibition opens either in print or in
another exhibition? Is it important to you as a viewer to know that
the work you see in an exhibition like Quilt Visions or Quilt Na-
tional has not been seen before?  2. Does seeing the same work in
several places enhance or diminish your view of the work?  3. Do you
as an artist care about the exclusivity of Quilt National or Quilt
Visions?  4. Does the rule limit the venues to which you apply?  5. If
you get a piece into two shows that overlap how do you feel about
withdrawing from one venue?   6. If any of you have served on a
jury or jury committee where a piece has been withdrawn because it
got into two shows how did you respond as an organization?  I
don’t have answers. I am interested in a conversation among us
about the questions.  Please email your comments to me at
Charlotte@quiltvisions.org. I will be writing another article in a
future Quilt Visions Newsletter based on your comments and percep-
tions. Be candid! Your name will not appear unless y ou give me
permission to quote you by name.

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We need at least  12 dependable adults to serve as coordinators and capable people to serve on the
committees. Be sure each coordinator understands how much time and energy  the project requires.
Volunteer if y ou can dedicate the time and energy necessary to get the job done. Coordinators whose
imagination and enthusiasm are sparked by the challenge of the project will be most the successful
General Coordinator(s) (GC) . This is a big job. Most often, two people share the responsibility as co-
oordinators. In fact, we strongly encourage a two-person setup. GCs must be willing to make the project
a priority , if necessary, setting aside other commitments to work on it. And they must be able to arrange
their daily schedules to allow frequent contact with other coordinators and with our office. Remember ,
general coordinators are just that. They should not attempt  to head up other committees at the same
time. Lastly, GCs must be high-energy people who get things done but can still be tactful with others.
They must be good at delegating. Nothing is as important as how effectively the GC networks within
the whole community . Typically , the GC’s first task is to recruit other coordinators for the steering
committee.
Coordinator(s) for Donated Materials  (one or two people). This person(s) should not work in the
construction industry . The most successful coordinators are people who aren’t familiar with
construction processes and materials. They must  be willing to scrounge, and they must be people who
won’t take “no” for an answ er. They should be creative and resourceful. Many of the responsibilities of
this position must be accomplished during regular business hours, so this coordinator must have very
flexible daytime hours.
Coordinator for Food . One person will take charge of acquiring food and organizing meals for workers
during construction. This coordinator should not be a professional in the food-preparation industry , as
this often can interfere with the grassroots nature of your effort. Some experience in organizing church
dinners, potlucks and the like is helpful.
Coordinators for Fundraising  (two people plus several assistants). You’ll need tw o people to coordinate
this area with several assistants willing to take charge of individual fundraisers minimally . Recruit four
to six people for this committee it is essential for one of the people to have some experience with
corporate and foundation fundraising. Also, thousands of dollars will come in - and go out - so it’ s
valuable for one committee member to have some bookkeeping  knowledge.
Coordinators for Public Relations (two people). These people must be organized and persistent, with
good followthrough. Some experience in media would be helpful. (Also, be sure to arrange media
coverage for Design Day—a not-to-be-missed opportunity for newspaper , TV, and radio attention.)
Coordinator for Purchased Materials.  The person who heads up this area should be familiar with
buying practices and the network of companies that supply materials. He or she should also be
organized and have an eye for detail. Contractors, builders, and employees of hardware stores or
lumberyards make excellent coordinators for purchased materials.
Coordinator for Design and Special Needs . One person will head up a committee of adults and youths.
The coordinator does not need to be experienced in design, as this is principally an administrativ e job. A
quality design is our responsibility .  However, this committee is an opportunity to include artistic
members of your community who otherwise might not be involved as well as parents of special-needs
children who hav e unique insights into accessibility needs in the community . Be proactive and
encourage creative, artistic input.
Coordinators for T ools (two people). Two people, one with a working knowledge of tools, should share
this responsibility . Attention to organization and detail should be the forté of the other .
Coordinators for V olunteers (at least two people). This is a crucial position. A community-built project
needs the help of volunteers at every stage. Two or more people will coordinate the efforts of many
others, particularly during the last stages of your project when the call-a-thon takes place. It helps to
have a detail-oriented person to keep track of volunteer numbers and contact information.

We plan to have
an artist with a strong body of
work to moderate the discussion.
Many of our members are inter-
ested in receiving critical feedback,
and others would like to simply
share their work and receive
recognition.  These are both valu-
able ways for all of us to learn
about design, the creative process,
and to get to know each other.  We
will be using the criteria outlined in
August while viewing each other ’s
work within the group.  Guidelines
for sharing and critique will be
defined and limited in time per
piece to allow all participants a
chance to share. Please join us in
this artistic journey!

I think
that says it all! She will be greatly
missed.
